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School philosophy

1. “Rudjer Bošković” High School aims to encourage students to: 

- acquire and develop functional knowledge

- develop responsibility for personal achievement, through
  continuous, instructional monitoring and evaluation 

- develop various learning strategies

- foster positive attitude towards learning as a lifelong process

- acquire and develop tolerance and understanding, as well as 
  willingness to live in a multicultural, modern world.

These aims are fully pursuant to the elements of the IBO mission statement.

2. The School Philosophy is implemented in all forms and phases of the activities of “Ruđer Bošković“ High School: in the annual school plan, teachers’ lesson plans, forms of evaluation and grading, teaching methodology, and content of extracurricular activities. This does not relate solely to the international education programmes, but rather to the educational and pedagogical work within all courses. The quality indicators of each area (education, work organisation, and school ethos) encompass all elements of the School Philosophy and the IBO mission statement.

3. International –mindedness promotion is paramount, being a part of the preparation programme of our students for continuing their education abroad, and for a life in the world where there is a free flow of ideas, knowledge, people and capital. Another way of promoting the international –mindedness is through the introduction of international education programmes (Cambridge Primary, Checkpoint, IGCSE and IB DP).  

4. Our School is a member of the AIISB – Association of Independent International Schools of Belgrade, and by cooperating with these schools (curriculum related discussions, exchange of examples of good practise, athletic competitions...) we strive to promote the internationally recognised values among our students. 

The fact that our School is the initiator and organiser of the Regional Economic Forum and that our students regularly attend the Model United Nations conference in UWC in Mostar also speaks favour of our dedication to the international –mindedness promotion.

It is furthermore promoted through the regular curriculum content (in the field of philosophy, history, TOK, human rights, languages, etc) and projects our students participate in. 

Cognitia libera , an essay contest in sociology and philosophy for secondary school students from all over Serbia, together with Display of Research Works  in experimental sciences , geography and history for both Primary and Secondary schools of Belgrade are  concerned with themes which can be regarded as universal. Our school is the host and the organizer of these events.
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
